II. Prerequisites

Successful completion of the Math Placement Test, or a grade of C or better in Math 105. 

III. Course Description

This course will introduce you to concepts underlying calculus and its applications.  We will cover at least the first five chapters of the textbook, including functions, limits, derivatives, and integration.

IV. Course Requirements

A. Three Exams each worth 20% of your grade, the lowest exam score will be dropped.

B. Final Exam, cumulative, worth 25% of your grade. The Final will be held on Thursday, August 2nd from 10:30am – 1:15pm .

C. Quizzes, each day that there is not an exam there will be a quiz to gauge your understanding of the covered material and homework.  The lowest two quiz grades will be dropped.  The remaining quiz grades will be worth the remaining 15% of your grade.

D. Completion of Assignments and Attendance. Homework will be assigned regularly and your comprehension of the homework will be tested through the exams and quizzes. While the homework sets will not be collected, failure to complete the assignments in a timely manner will negatively impact your performance on the exams.
