   Material to be Covered:  Generally, portions of Chapters 1-3, 8, 11 & 12 in the text (not in that order.)  This course satisfies the General Education Requirement in quantitative reasoning. 
Homework and quizzes: In weeks with no test, you will have at least one graded assignment (quiz or homework).  I will drop at least one grade from this portion of your final grade.  Homework assignments, both for a grade and for practice, will be listed on MathXL, and a list of additional practice problems from the text will be on Blackboard.  Quizzes and tests will cover material from both graded and practice problems.   Quizzes will be announced in class and on Blackboard and will be given variously on iClickers and in traditional paper format.
Hour Exams:    There will be at least three in-class exams, tentatively scheduled for September 21, October 28, and December 2.    Changes to the exam schedule, including possibly adding a fourth exam, will be announced in class and on Blackboard.  It is the responsibility of the student to be aware of any changes.  
Make-up work:  There will be no make-up exams or quizzes after an exam or quiz has been given, and I will not accept homework after its due date.
Final Exam:   Thursday, December 16, 10:30—1:15.  The exam will be comprehensive, and will be given only at that time.
